
Frederick: The Crossroads of Culture

What: A mass-scale ublic artwork in layers, 
like the layers of history of a community. 
The Dreaming employs weaving, painting, 
glass, calligraphy, text, light, the dreams of 
many people.

Where: 31 W. Patrick St., across from the 
Weinberg Center, at the core of the down-
town, the center of the Arts & Entertainment 
and Historic districts.

When: Final design commences when these 
Conversations are finished. The artwork will 
be completed in the studio and installed in 
the late summer of 2005 (or when fundrais-
ing goals are met).

Who: Community Bridge artist William Co-
chran is leading an interdisciplinary team of 
artists, including Frederick weaver Margaret 
Hluch and nationally acclaimed local calligra-
pher Julian Waters.

Why: The Dreaming will weave a strong 
thread of vitality and community engage-
ment into the heart of the city, serving as an 
economic engine, expanding cultural par-
ticipation, strengthening arts and business 
organizations and celebrating Frederick as a 
place where human imagination has burned 
brightly for centuries. We hope it will rein-
force pride of place and our sense of history, 
illuminating Frederickõs longstanding 

identity as the crossroads of culture; that 
it will reclaim Frederickõs historic identity
